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THE URGENCY OF USING INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES IN THE SYSTEM OF TECHNICAL AND VOCATIONAL EDUCATION
Annotation: Innovative activity covered all spheres of society. To introduce the latest achievements of science and technology, to think in a new way became the main sign of any actively developing process. One of the main directions of the development of the educational process is the implementation of the concept of advanced education, oriented to the new conditions of the information society.

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The ultimate goal of informatization of the education system is a new model of training specialists, not so much focused on acquiring specific knowledge as on the ability to replenish it independently, the ability to set and solve professional tasks, to change labor functions depending on the requirements of modern society, to own information and communication technologies, have creative thinking [1].

Information technologies are various methods, mechanisms and devices for processing and transmitting information. In many educational institutions, information technology is still considered innovative - that is, new, capable of significantly changing, optimizing the learning process. And although the daily use of the computer has long been the norm, but the constant appearance of improved programs significantly expands educational opportunities.

In recent years, modern information and communication technologies have become an integral part of the program to develop the information space of our college. In connection with the informatization of education in the college equipped with computer technology cabinets for conducting training sessions using information technology, computer testing, individual work of students and teachers.

Basic forms of using information technologies:

• computer support of lessons in different disciplines;

The most commonly used software products are:

To implement new information technologies in education, it is required not only special technical equipment of the educational institution, but also a certain level of computer competence of teachers and trainees (interest in the development of information technologies, conscious installation for the use of computers in educational and future professional activities) [2].

ICT-competence of the teacher, as a component of his professional competence, determines the ability to solve professional problems and typical problems that arise in real situations of pedagogical activity. The teacher is competent in the field of information and communication technologies, if:

• conducts search and selection of additional information for training with use of Internet resources;

• provides educational information using various computer tools;

• develops computer tests, rating systems knowledge of students;

• forms its own databases from the Internet resources of the educational destination;

• creates teaching aids and materials on electronic media;

• applies multimedia development in educational and educational purposes.

One of the innovative activities of the college is the development and implementation of the information and education system. It represents the integration of a technical and didactic information and educational environment aimed at achieving guaranteed learning outcomes. Its components are educational-methodical manuals of the manager type, training and controlling programs, electronic educational-methodical complexes, manuals and educational resources. In college, a computer base for electronic educational publications has been created, systematic work is underway to create a library of electronic manuals; The computer base for electronic testing is updated and updated annually. Educational-methodical complexes on subjects are processed for work in conditions of use of ICT, incl. creation of interactive multimedia educational resources (educational material, presented in the form of a hypertext structure with multimedia applications, provided with a navigation system for the course and management of its various components). The advantage of these technologies is the possibility of creating interactive courses, as well as the visibility and attractiveness of the material presented while saving study time. Therefore, the main problem for the college is not to use modern technologies, but to achieve their greatest effectiveness.

Thanks to the creation and development of the information and educational system, the college achieves a more efficient use of time by teachers and educators, ensures the rational organization of their joint creative activity and, on the whole, improves the educational process.
Thus, the use of information technologies makes it possible to implement new approaches to learning, to organize independent creative activity, to provide new ways of searching and processing information, to increase the share of experimental and research activities of students; motivate them to study the material, keep interest in the subject throughout the time of its study; to develop the need for continuous self-education; improve the quality and effectiveness of learning.
